       Justin Hanna submitted a written treasurer’s report. Current assets are $21,318.60. Details of expenses and assets are on file.

       It is hoped many more residents will become dues-paying members, even though membership is up from the previous year. Jim Gault reports that La Peninsula anticipates 100% membership. 

       Chairman Chuck Walton announced that Saturday, December 12th is the date of the Christmas Boat Parade.        The Annual All Island Yard Sale will be held on Saturday, January 30 (rain date – Sunday). An alarming number of residents have not paid their fair share from the previous sale. There appears to be widespread support for excluding the non-paying residents from future participation as county code requires registration under a permit.

Last year’s perpetrators have been identified and restitution appears to have been made. Mike Castellano of Capri Fish House volunteered for the placement of one porta-potty at his parking lot.
