Minutes of February 9, 2010

The meeting was called to order by President Ted Decker at 7:00 p.m.  The meeting was well attended by community members, resulting in a “full house”.
       Justin Hanna, Treasurer, reported the current balance of $21,499.08, including CDs.

       Rich Taylor, Membership chair, revealed that we have 334 members as compared to last year’s count of 294. Membership is up due to the 100% participation of La Peninsula. This is approximately 80 memberships shy of last year’s figures.  It is hoped that all who have not joined will do so.  Please make checks in the amount of $35 made payable to Capri Community, Inc. and mail or deposit them in the black locked box inside the screen enclosure at 338 Capri Blvd., Naples, FL.  Forms are in the last two issues of the Island Voice, and on the bulletin board at the Community Center.  It is important for each of us to support our community.

       There were 74 homes participating in this year’s All-Island Yard Sale. This number represents a decrease from last year’s effort. Bobby Decker, chair, extends her deep gratitude to all who helped make this event possible. If you were a seller, please send your profit donations (10% up to $100) to Bobby Decker by Feb. 15th to help her bring closure to the books.

       New board member, Gary Goetzelman, was recognized by President Decker. Gary will be in charge of the building.

       President Decker reminds that Donna Fiala, County Commissioner, will be the special guest on February 24 at 7:00. The Board will meet prior to her presentation. Community members are invited to forward specific questions or topics of interest you wish to see addressed through Ann Hall at ahall7911@comcast.net.

       The Annual Picnic will take place on Saturday, February 27 at 1:00 P.M.  There will be a $5 charge to offset expenses.  Hot dogs, hamburgers, condiments, and sodas will be provided.  Bring a desert, salad, or side-dish and BYOB.

       Bill reports that the Poker night was a fun success, and he looks forward to doing it again.

       President Decker introduced our featured guest, Eugene Calvert, Collier County Traffic Operations Project Manager.  Calvert was invited to clarify issues related to the County Traffic Department’s decision to make an all-stop by placing an additional stop sign for incoming traffic at the Kon Tiki and Capri Boulevard intersection/corner to improve safety.  This has become a subject of great interest to residents. 
Gene addressed 5 possible actions that could be taken before opening the floor to audience participation. He explained that they could: 

 1. Do nothing in the hopes that drivers would use due caution and obey traffic laws, which he said, “is not the best option”;

 2. Install an All -Way Stop as had been the decision of the traffic study;
 3. Install an All Way Stop Except for Right Turn; 

 4. Use signage that alerts on-coming drivers that Caution is needed; or

 5. “Whatever else we can come up with.”
The floor was then open to discussion.  Carter Smith explained that he had been a victim of a serious accident at this intersection three years ago due to the confusion it presented for those who were not familiar with the traffic pattern and excessive speed that some travel on the isles.  

This was followed by a number of recommendations and comments which ranged from traffic circles, to a third lane, fly-over’s, greater enforcement by law, etc. An audio tape was made by Secretary Westberry, who will make it available for review. Gene Calvert, our visiting safety engineer, expressed his new found awareness of the interest of the Capri Community, Inc. He also reminded us that, “This is not to be a democratic process, rather one of safety and application of reasoned decision-making.”   He closed by assuring the membership that he will make further review and make a decision on improving safety at Kon Tiki and Capri Blvd.  

It was apparent that there was a general agreement that the issues had been expressed and the community awaits and will abide by the decision of his department.

       Meeting adjourned.
