Minutes 

Meeting presided by Ted Decker with approximately 30 community members present. 
Board members present were Ted Decker, Jim Gault, and Justin Hanna.  Ted Decker called the meeting to order and led a salute to the flag.

Treasure’s report was presented by Justin Hanna.

About 20% of the people have not paid from the yard sale.

The pig roast brought in $880 to help offset food costs. A big thank you to all who helped with this event. 

Decker reported that the sheriff’s department has done “basically nothing” about finding out who vandalized the port-a-potty.  We have asked for reports and gotten nothing.  We will not send the $750 they are requesting as they should have insurance on their own equipment.

Membership is now at 284 people.  Rich Downs has done a great job and is working hard to get more members.

The Island Voice has been e-mailed to all on the coconut telegraph, and there are paper copies available on the bulletin board in the foyer of the Capri Community Center, Christopher Realty, Forbes Realty, and in the red FREE box next to the newspaper boxes across from Pelican Bend Restaurant.

Ann Hall gave an update on the culvert project.  She has been working hard with the state and private sector for the submission of a grant to complete Phase II of the project started through Rookery Bay.  Haner Environmental Services has submitted a proposal through the governmental stimulus package grant offerings ,  with permission granted by Rookery Bay Bay for the second culvert at the landbridge area near Pelican median and a small bridge next to the Blue Heron.  This project will greatly help to improve the water quality in the bays around Capri.  She is hoping to hear something by mid-May.  In addition, she is working with Rookery Bay to submit a proposal under a separate funding source to complete the mangrove restoration/kayak park at the corner of 951 and 952.

Water lines are scheduled to be replaced and surveying has started.  We do not have any dates for the project.

A paint party is scheduled for Saturday May 9th and we could use your help!  If interested, call Bob Skubin 398-9929.

“Bud” Lamondola displayed several flags for sale with the profits benefiting veterans. The flags are very reasonably priced and are considered tax-exempt donations. If removal is required, the stump and debris will also be removed at no cost.

Kirk gave an update on the new seawall being built behind the fire station.  It is almost done.  He also discussed that the proposed fire budget would probably require an increase in the millage rate.
